HEALING
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CAFE OTEF REI'M

"Café Otef Re'im" is a social venture established in Tel
Aviv near the residence of the Re'im community. The
café serves as a gathering place for the community
and residents from the surrounding region.

The café honors the memory of Dvir Karp, a chocolatier
tragically murdered at his kibbutz in front of his children.

Dvir founded his chocolate brand in 1996 and opened
the café in 2012, leaving behind a beloved culinary
legacy. His wife, Reut Karp, chose the theme of HEALING
-191 and worked with top chocolatiers to recreate his
original recipes.

During the war, the winery opened its visitor center to
support security forces, evacuees, and volunteers. Like
many other wineries in the country, it has faced
significant losses. Despite these challenges, the
founders traveled south to assist farmers with manual
labor and continued wine production, believing that
CREATION-NT'Y! was essential to life.

GROWTH
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The Workshop House

“The Workshop House” is a creative space for women
and adults, offering a retreat from daily life to connect
with inspiring work. Located in Kochav Michael in the
south, it’s a place to create, breathe, and dream.

The founder of The Workshop House was fired shortly
before October 7th. her husband left for a year-long
mission that day. Facing the challenge of raising three
young children alone, she was motivated to create
"roots of hope,” leading to the establishment of The
Workshop House. This social enterprise provides
flower pots to evacuees, survivors, bereaved families,
and the wives of reservists.

Guided by the concept of GROWTH -nnmy, the space
fosters comfort and hope. Women gather to create
candles and other projects, promoting peace and
therapeutic benefits through creativity.
